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B- Investments of the Organization 

The Organization shall invest its funds through a specialized committee from among the 
members of Board of Directors. The Organization may seek assistance of any qualified 
person as it may deem fit.

The funds of the Organization may be exclusively used for the necessary purposes to 
achieve its purposes.

C- Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Organization starts on the 1st day of January and ends on 31st December 
of each year.

Article (Two)

The Ministers, each within his competence, shall implement this Decree which shall 
come into force from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

Decree No. 185 of 2019
Amending Some Provisions of the Articles of Association of the

Islamic International Charity Organization

Having reviewed the Constitution;

-  The Law No. 64 of 1986 on the Establishment of Islamic International Charity 
Organization;

-  Decree issued on February 3rd, 1987 AD on the Articles of Association of Islamic 
International Charity Organization, as amended by the Decree No. 121 of 1991,

-  Upon the proposal of Minister of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs;

-  Based on the approval of Council of Ministries;

We hereby ratify as follows:

Article (One)

The Articles (10) and (15) of the aforementioned Decree issued on February 3rd, 1987, 
shall be replaced by the following two Articles:

Article (10)

The Board of Director shall select from among of its members, a Chairman, one or more 
deputies, Secretary and Treasurer. The Chairman or at least one of his deputies shall be 
from the country of headquarters.

Article (15)

A- Resources of the Organization

The resources of the Organization shall comprise of:

1. Donations, grants, gifts, and charity and wills received by the Organization and approved by 
the Board of Directors.

2. The annual subscriptions paid by the members of the Organization.

3. Investment returns on the Organization’s funds and properties.

4. Any other resources approved by the General Assembly.

Statute of IICO
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Article (17)

The provisions of these regulations may be amended through a proposal by the General 
Assembly and the approval of the country of headquarters.

Article (18)

The Organization may only be dissolved by a decision of the General Assembly to be adopted 
by three fourths of the members and the approval of the country of headquarters.

In the event of dissolution of the Organization, its funds shall inure to associations, centers 
and charities of similar objectives pursuant to the decisions of the General Assembly and 
approval of the country of headquarters.

Article (19)

The Minister of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs shall implement this Decree which shall be 
operative as of the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

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B- Investments of the Organization 

The Organization shall invest its funds through a specialized committee comprising 
members of Board of Directors. The Organization may seek assistance of any qualified 
and experienced person as it may deem fit.

No funds of the Organization may be dispensed for purposes other than those needed to 
achieve its objectives.

C- Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Organization shall commence on the 1st day of January and ends on 
31st December of each year.

Article (16)

General Provisions
The competent ministry shall oversee the activities of the Organization and accounts 
to verify its functioning according to the provisions of the Articles of Association. Such 
overseeing activities shall be performed by the inspectors delegated for such purpose and 
selected by the competent minister.

The competent ministry shall have the power to suspend the execution of any decision 
taken by the administrations entrusted with the management of the Organization where 
such decisions violate the provisions of applicable laws or the Organization’s regulations.

The Organization may appeal any suspension decision within two weeks from the date 
of the decision communicated to the Organization before a committee to be formed by 
the competent minister and presided by the undersecretary of the ministry, provided that 
such committee comprises among its members a representative of the Fatwa and Legislation 
Department. The committee shall determine the grievance within fifteen days as of the 
date it is referred to it and its decision shall not be final unless after it is ratified by the 
competent minister.
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Article (13)

Without prejudice to the provisions of Article (7) of these Articles, where one or more 
member position of the Board become vacant for any reason, the vacant positions shall 
be filled by the alternative members at a maximum of three to complete the term of the 
Board. In the event there are no alternative members, or the vacant positions are more 
than seven, the Board shall call for a General Assembly meeting to elect members to 
occupy the vacant positions.

Article (14)

The Board of Directors shall appoint a General Manager for the Organization who shall 
manage its financial and administrative affairs, oversee its executive team and shall be 
accountable before the Board of Directors in respect of the tasks entrusted to him. The 
General Manager shall attend the Board meetings without having a vote in its deliberations.

The Board of Directors may relive the General Manager from his position if proven to be 
negligent, have failed to perform or attempted acts that violate the requirements of his 
position.

Article (15)

A- Resources of the Organization

The resources of the Organization comprise of:

1. Donations, grants, gifts, and charity and wills that the Organization receives and approved 
by the Board of Directors.

2. The annual subscriptions paid by the members of the Organization.

3. Investment returns on the Organization’s funds and properties.

4. Any other resources approved by the General Assembly.
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Article (10)

The Board of Director elects, from among of its members, a Chairman, one or more 
deputies, Secretary and Treasurer. The Chairman and at least one of his deputies shall be 
from the country of headquarters.

Article (11)

The Chairman of the Board of Directors shall represent the Organization in its relations 
with the administrative and before the judiciary, preside over meetings of the General 
Assembly, sign its decisions, and call for ordinary and extraordinary meetings of the 
General Assembly and follow-up the implantation of the General Assembly resolutions. 
In the absence of the Chairman, the Vice Chairman shall replace the Chairman in all 
authorities thereof.

The Treasurer shall oversee the preparation of the budget and closing account, present it 
to the Board of Directors and supervise the budget after its approval.

The Secretary shall record the minutes of the General Assembly and the Board of Directors 
meetings, maintain their records and jointly sign the decisions and minutes of meetings 
with the Chairman.

Members of the Board of Directors shall not be paid wages or remunerations in lieu of 
their work in the Board.

Article (12)

A Board member who fails to attend the Board meetings for three consecutive meetings 
without an acceptable reason, shall be deemed resigned from the Board.

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C. Propose a draft of the regulations on the Organization staff and employees system.

D. Propose financial and administrative regulations of the Organization.

E. Prepare the general report on the activities of the Organization and its affiliated institutions.

F. Prepare the annual budget and closing accounts of the Organization.

G. Delegate its Chairman any of its members or committees with any authorities as it may 
consider in deciding urgent matters.

H. Nominate active members, select honorary members and general members and determine 
the value of the annual subscription to be observed by active members and general members.

I. Propose amendments to the Articles of Association and submit the same to the General 
Assembly.

Article (9)

The Board of Directors shall hold a meeting once every six months at least and its meetings 
shall be valid if attended by an absolute majority of its members, including the President 
or his deputy. The decisions shall be made by a majority vote of those present. In the 
event votes are equal, the side of the President shall prevail. 

The President may call for a meeting whenever he deems it necessary and shall call for 
a Board meeting if requested by the majority of the Board members or the competent 
ministry, provided that the request indicates the purpose of the meeting.
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Article (6)

The General Assembly shall hold its ordinary meeting once every two years. Such meeting 
shall not be valid unless attended by at least half of its members, including the President 
or his deputy. 

Decisions shall be adopted by a majority vote of those present. In the event votes are 
equal, the side of the President shall prevail.
The Assembly may hold extraordinary meetings at the invitation of its President or at the 
request of at least one third of its members.

Article (7)

Board of Directors and its Mandate
The Organization shall be managed by a Board of Directors comprising 21 members, at 
least a third of whom shall be members of the Cooperation Council for the Arab Gulf 
States nationals that shall be elected by the General Assembly through secret ballot from 
among the candidates approved by the country of headquarters for a period of four years. 
It shall be permissible to reelect such members whose membership has expired.

Article (8)

The Board of Directors shall be competent to implement the Organization’s general policy and 
manage its affairs in accordance with the Articles of Association and the resolutions of 
the General Assembly and in particular may embark upon the following:

A. Take decisions and measures it deems necessary to achieve the objectives of the 
Organization.

B. Create permanent and temporary committees necessary to accomplish its activities.

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In the event any position of a member of the Organization General Assembly becomes 
vacant due to resignation, death or any other reason, the selection of another member 
shall consider the ratio referred to in first clause of this Article.

Article (5)

The General Assembly specializes in the following:

A. Approval of necessary action plans and programs to be implemented in order to 
achieve the objectives of the Organization.

B. The adoption of the regulations of the staff and employees employed in the Organization.

C. The adoption of the Organization financial and administrative regulations.

D. Discussing the general report of the Board of Directors, approving the budget and 
closing accounts of the Organization.

E. Setting the conditions and procedures for admission and termination of membership, the 
members’ entitlements and duties upon a proposal of the Organization Board of Directors in 
agreement with the country of headquarters.

F. The election of original and alternative members of the Board of Directors.

G. The general supervision of the Organization and overseeing the Board of Directors’ 
engagement in its mandate.

H. The appointment of the auditor and determining the remuneration thereof.
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Article (3)

Membership in the Organization

The members of the Organization shall fall into three categories:

Active members: 

Those are members of the Constituent Assembly of the Organization and other Muslim 

figures who contribute with efforts and finances in the Organization.

Honorary members: 

Those are prominent Muslim figures selected by the Board of Directors according to its 

discretion given their good deeds and benefit, or because of their material or profound 

services availed to the Organization.

General members: 

Those are persons that the Board of Directors selects among Muslims who believe in the 

objectives of the Organization and work to achieve them.

Article (4)

General Assembly and its Mandate

The General Assembly of the Organization shall consist of no more than 160 active 

members known to be interested in charity and righteous activities in the Muslim world, 

who are approved by the country of the headquarters.

One third of the General Assembly members shall be of the Gulf Cooperation Council 

for Arab States nationals. The first General Assembly shall comprise members of the 

Constituent Assembly of the Organization in its meeting held in Kuwait on 17 Ramadan 

1404 A.H corresponding to 17th June 1984. It shall be permissible with the approval of 

the country of the headquarters, to increase the number of members of the General 

Assembly provided that the percentage referred to shall be maintained.
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Decree
on the Articles of Association

of the International Islamic Charity Organization

Having reviewed Articles (12, 14) of the Constitution and Law No. (64) of 1986 
regulating the establishment of International Islamic Charity Organization, and upon 
the presentation of the Minister of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs, and after the approval of 
the Council of Ministers, we hereby promulgate as follows:

Article (1)

The Organization shall target participating in the following activities:

A. Helping the poor, needy, sick, orphans and victims of disasters and famines and 

carrying out charity and righteous activities.

B. Disseminating the Islamic culture and introducing principles and ethics the true 

religion.

Article (2)

The Organization in so achieving its objectives may:

A. Prepare scientific studies aimed at exploring the reality of the situation of needy 

Muslims and develop appropriate plans and programs to assist them. 

B. Establish mosques, community centers, Islamic educational, social, health and cultural 

institutions and develop its mission and contribute to their expenses.

C. Provide in-kind and monetary aid in the event of disaster and famine.

D. Coordinate with charitable institutions and organizations with similar goals.

Explanatory Memorandum
of Law No. 64 of 1986 on the establishment of the

International Islamic Charity Organization

Given that this Organization to be established shall be of a global nature and its 

activities take place in a number of Islamic countries and other countries, in accordance 

with the nature of its activities and structure, the Organization as such shall not be 

deemed a public interest society in Kuwait and shall not be regulated by Law No. 24 of 

1962 and the amendments thereof concerning public interest societies. Therefore, a law 

shall be passed to regulate the establishment of the Organization and granting its legal 

status provided that the Organization shall embark upon its activities in conformity with 

the Articles of Association, which shall be issued by a decree. Thus, Article One of Law 64 

provided for the establishment of an Islamic charity organization in Kuwait to be named 

the “International Islamic Charity Organization”. The Organization shall have a legal status 

and shall be based in Kuwait. The Organization may establish branches outside Kuwait 

and shall implement their activities in accordance with the provisions of the Articles of 

Association, which shall be issued by a decree. Articled Two of Law 64 provided that the 

Organization shall be subject to the provisions of the laws of the State of Kuwait, and a 

decision shall be issued by the Council of Ministers to determine the competent ministry 

which oversees this Organization.

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Law No. 64 of 1986
on the Establishment of the

International Islamic Charity Organization

Having reviewed Articles 12, 14 and 65 of the Constitution, The National Assembly 
approved the following law, which we hereby ratify and promulgate:

Article One

An Islamic charity organization shall be established in the State of Kuwait and shall be 
named the (International Islamic Charity Organization). The Organization shall have 
a legal status and shall have its headquarters located in Kuwait. The Organization may 
establish branches outside Kuwait and conduct its activities in accordance with the 
provisions of the Articles of Association to be issued under a Decree.

Article Two

The Organization shall be subject to the laws of the State of Kuwait, and a decision shall 
be issued by the Council of Ministers to determine the competent ministry which 
oversees this Organization.

Article Three

The Ministers, each in his respective capacity, shall implement this law which shall come 
into force as of the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
